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Themes and Theology of Acts 
Luke is often neglected as a theologian. This is unfortunate because he has 

a very developed theology and also wrote a larger portion of the New Tes-

tament than any other author. 

The main theological emphasis of the book of Acts is the Holy Spirit. The 

book begins with Jesus' promise of the Holy Spirit, which is later fulfilled in 

reference to the Jews (ch. 2), and then for the Gentiles (ch. 10). Reference 

to the Holy Spirit comes in a variety of ways. Many of the occurrences are 

references to a person being filled with the (Holy) Spirit: 2:4; 4:8, 31; 9:17; 

13:9, and 52. Luke also equates the Holy Spirit with God (cf. 5:3 with 5:4), 

and the Holy Spirit directly intervened in Paul's life (16:6-7).
